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Press Release

As part of celebrations of Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav (India @75) and to observe 'Human Rights
Day', the Consulate General of India in Birgunj organized a talk show on the topic "Importance, Status
and Need of Human Rights in today's World with special reference to Nepal and India" inside the
Consulate premises on 10 December, 2022 at 1100 hrs. The programme was addressed by Shri
Chandrika Patel, Principal, Birgunj School of Law and a Human Rights activist of the city. The participants
included 30 officers and officials of the Consulate.

2. In his opening remarks, Consul General Nitesh Kumar apprised about preamble and thirty
articles of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UNDR) adopted by UN General Assembly on 10th
December 1948 and explained how the articles related to protection of human rights. He also elucidated
the role of United Nations and its specialized agency Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights
(OHCHR) and other Governments in protection of human rights in the world.

3. Shri Chandrika Patel highlighted the current human rights situations both in Nepal and India. He
said that human rights are universal, unalienable, indivisible and interrelated and it has improved a lot
after the advent of democracy in both the countries. Mentioning the data of National Human Rights
Commission of Nepal, he informed that 101 cases of human rights violations were reported to the
commission last year while several cases remained unreported. Majority of the cases of Human Rights
violation in Nepal related to child marriage, dowry, sorcery, ill-treatment with women during menstrual
period etc. Most of these reported cases were from Terai- Madhesh region of Nepal. Other general
human rights violations are related to caste conflicts, communal riots etc.
