Inauguration of High Impact Community Development Project (HICDP) in Dhanusha,
Madhesh Province, Nepal

The new School Building of Baidyanath Devnarayan Public Model Secondary School,
Tulsiyahi, Dhanusha, Madhesh Province built with Government of India’s financial assistance,
was jointly inaugurated today by Mr. Devi Sahai Meena, Consul General, Consulate General of
India in Birgunj, and Mr. Jay Kumar Yadav, Chairman, Mukhiyapatti Musaharniya Rural
Municipality.

2. The construction of the school building and allied facilities was undertaken as a High Impact
Community Development Project (HICDP). It was implemented through the Mukhiyapatti
Musaharniya Rural Municipality, Dhanusha.

3. Baidyanath Devnarayan Public Model Secondary School is one of the leading government
schools in Dhanusha district. The school provides education from Early Childhood Development
(ECD) to the 12" Standard. The school is affiliated to the Council for Technical Education and
Vocational Training (CTEVT), and is offering an 18 month pre-diploma course in computers. The
total number of students enrolled in the school is around 2500, of which 60% are girls.

4. Chairman, Mukhiyapatti Musaharniya Rural Municipality, School Management and other
stakeholders expressed appreciation for the developmental support being provided by the
Government of India. They expressed confidence that the new infrastructure would help enhance
the learning environment and strengthen the education sector in the region.
